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ORDINANCE NO. O-1-19+4

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING ZONING VARIANCES FOR LAND LOCATED IN THE
VILLAGE OF BRADLEY, KANKAKEE COUNTY, ILLINOIS
(PINs: 17-09-21-200-016, 17-09-21-200-017)

WHEREAS, pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/11-13-1, et. seq., the Corporate Authorities are
authorized to regulate zoning within the Village; and

WHEREAS, an application has been filed with the Village requesting zoning variances
for the territory legally described in Section 2 of this Ordinance, infra (hereinafter, the territory
legally described in Section 2 of this Ordinance, infra, shall be referred to as the “Subject
Property™); and

WHEREAS, the variances requested (hereinafter collectively the “Requested
Variances”) are as follows:

(1) A variance of the maximum permissible height of a pole sign to allow for such a
sign that is sixty (60) feet tall (per BVC §38-3(b), such signs are usually limited to
a maximum of thirty-five (35) feet); and

(2) A variance of the maximum permissible area of a pole sign to allow for such a
sign to be five hundred and twenty-six (526) square feet per side (per BVC §38-
3(d), such signs are usually limited to a maximum area of one hundred and
seventy-five (175) feet with each side being limited to half of the maximum).

WHEREAS, the Requested Variances are permissible variances pursuant to BVC §60-
369(7); and

WHEREAS, on January 8, 2019, a public hearing was held before the Village of Bradiey
Planning and Zoning Commission to consider the Applicant’s request for variances, with all
notices and certifications having been properly given in accordance with the ordinances of the
Village of Bradley and all other applicable laws; and

WHEREAS, on January 8, 2019, the Village of Bradley Planning and Zoning
Commission fully considered the Applicant’s application and made all required findings of fact
in accordance with the ordinances of the Village of Bradley, including but not limited to the
findings required by BVC §60-368; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Bradley Planning and Zoning Commission has presented its
findings of fact and recommendation to the Corporate Authorities of the Village of Bradley; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Bradley Planning and Zoning Commission has recommended
that the Corporate Authorities of the Village of Bradley grant the Applicant the Requested
Variances; and



WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bradley concur in and
adopt the Village of Bradley Planning and Zoning Commission’s findings of fact and
recommendation; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bradley have
determined that granting the Applicant the Requested Variances is in the best interests of the
citizens of the Village.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF
TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF BRADLEY, KANKAKEE COUNTY, ILLINOIS,
PURSUANT TO ITS STATUTORY AUTHORITY, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The President and Board of Trustees hereby find that all of the recitals
contained in the preamble to this Ordinance are true, correct, and complete and are hereby
incorporated by reference hereto and made a part hereof.

SECTION 2. The Subject Property is legally described as follows:

SECTION 3. That the Subject Property is hereby granted the following variances:

(1) A variance of the maximum permissible height of a pole sign (BVC §38-3(b)) to
allow for one (1) such sign on the Subject Property that is sixty (60) feet tall; and

(2) A variance of the maximum permissible area of a pole sign (BVC §38-3(d)) to
allow for one (1) such sign on the Subject Property that is five hundred and
twenty-six (526) square feet per side.

The variances granted by this Ordinance shall both apply to the same one (1) sign, which
shall be built and maintained in substantial conformance with the depiction of such sign
attached hereto as “Exhibit A” and fully incorporated herein.

SECTION 4. That the Village Clerk is hereby instructed to record a copy of this
ordinance, with all attached exhibits, with the office of the Kankakee County Recorder of Deeds.

SECTION 5. That in the event that any provision or provisions, portion or portions, or
clause or clauses of this Ordinance shall be declared to be invalid or unenforceable by a Court of
competent jurisdiction, such adjudication shall in no way affect or impair the validity or
enforceability of any of the remaining provisions, portions, or clauses of this Ordinance that may be
given effect without such invalid or unenforceable provision or provisions, portion or portions, or
clause or clauses.

SECTION 6. That all ordinances, resolutions, motions, or parts thereof, conflicting with
any of the provisions of this Ordinance, are hereby repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 7. That the Village Clerk is hereby directed to publish this Ordinance in
pamphlet form.



SECTION 8. That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage. approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.
